It often feels easier to give than to receive. In Luke 10:1-8, Jesus directed his followers
to be receivers of the kindnesses of others. Keep a journal during the week of how you
were able to graciously accept help or gifts from people. Discuss your experience with
someone else. Use the journal entries to thank God for the willingness of people to
help others.

Plan one way that you can “do good”
as a household this week.
